HELP DESK

A friend advised his help desk that he was having trouble with his computer system.

Last year he upgraded to Girlfriend 1.0 from Drinking Mates 4, which he had used for year without trouble.  Apparently there are conflicts between these two systems, and the only solution was to try and run Girlfriend 1.0 with the sound turned off.  To make matters worse, Girlfriend 1.0 is incompatible with several other applications, such as Lads Night Out 3.1, Match of the Day 5.0 and Golf 2.


Successive versions of Girlfriend proved no better, indeed, Girlfriends 3.0 left a virus in his system, forcing him to shut down completely for several weeks. Eventually he tried reinstalling Girlfriend 1.0 on top of Girlfriend 4.0 only to discover that these two systems detect each other and caused severe damage to both his hardware and software.


Seeking a way out, he upgraded to Fiancée 1.0 but found out that his system required rapid upgrading to Wife 1.0. despite the rather unattractive 'pop-up' called 'Mother-in-Law' that cannot be turned off! However whilst Wife 1.0 uses up all available resources, it does come bundled with Freesexplus. He has recently been tempted to try the Mistress.01 Addon but has been advised that if Wife 1.0 detects Mistress 0.1 it will delete all his MS Money Files before uninstalling itself.


The help desk pointed out that some users think that Wife 1.0 is merely a Utilities and Entertainment program when it is, in fact, an operating system that is designed to run everything.

It is impossible to uninstall, delete, or purge the programming files once installed. Thoughts of upgrading to Wife 2.0 will bring up a screen labelled 'Warnings/alimony/child support'. Wife 1.0 is best maintained by adding software updates such as Flowers 2.1 and Chocolates 5.0 and accept the occasional 'lockout'.
